The Divisions in the Church
The early church: especially Jews and Gentiles

There was “the barrier, the dividing wall of hostility”
Culture, language, religious heritage, politics, power, ...

Initially: Jewish people were the most powerful
They defined what was “ "’
Ephesus was a new situation for the church
Gentiles were the majority
We learn from God’s message to them in the Apostle Paul’s letter to the Ephesian church
Ephesians 2:11-22

11-12: Remember how from God you were

13-15a: Jesus’ death brought Gentiles and Jews together
15b-18: Jesus’ purpose: humanity, reconciled to God
19-22: One house for God to live in




The Big Idea
Jesus Christ is our peace
that unites diverse people
into one family
with great variety
where  lives and loves
Strategies that don’t show the creative wisdom of God...
“Separate but equal churches”
Individually homogeneous and collectively diverse
Like gathering all the eyes in one place, and all the hands in another place, and all the academics or artists or...
Conformity to a single variation
Melting pot or
Proximity without loving engagement
bowl
Rather: a single organism with distinct of parts, with one head and one heart, living in common vision & purpose,
where the parts are enriched by each others’ differences
